If you look for a book as a present for a child. You will be spoiled for choice even in a year when there is no new Harry Patten J.K Rowling’s wizard is not alone. The past decade has been a ___1___ for good children’s books, which has set off a large quantity of films and increased sales of classics such as The lord of the Rings. 

Yet despite that, reading is ___2___ unpopular among children. According to statistics in 1997, 23% said they didn’t like reading at all. In 2003, 35% did. And around 6% of children leave primary school each year unable to read properly. 

Maybe the ___3___ is caused by the increasing availability of computes games. Maybe the books boom has affected only the top of the educational pile. Either way, Chancellor Gordon Brown plans to change things for the bottom of the class. In his pre-budget report , he announced the ___4___ project of Reading Recovery to help the children struggling most.

An evaluation earlier this year reported that children on the school made 20 months’ ___6___ in just one year, whereas similarly weak readers without special help made just five months’ progress, and so ended the year even further below the level expected for their age.

                 Top Tips on Serving up Safe Food
wash your hands often.
Before and after preparing food, and whenever you’ve handled meat, poultry(
禽),eggs, or fish, washing your hands with soap and water will help protect you and your family from harmful bacteria.
Separate the cooked from the Raw.
    Reserve a special cutting board for raw meat, and don’t use it for vegetables, bread, or other foods. To avoid reintroducing harmful bacteria that cooking destroys, don’t place cooked meat, poultry, or fish back in a platter that held it before cooking, or use leftover marinade on cooked food without boiling the liquid first.
Keep it cool.
    Until you’ve ready to cook it, store raw meat, poultry, and seafood --- including thawing and marinating foods --- in your refrigerator, not on the kitchen counter. Place it in a dish or container with sides that prevent leakage, and on the bottom shelf of the refrigerator to ensure that no juices drip in other food.
    When the mercury hits 90, store food within 60 minutes. Food borne bacteria multiply fast in hot water. Refrigerate raw meat, fish, poultry, and eggs--- and reheat, refrigerate cooked food --- within an hour.
Freeze it once.
    Bacteria that are dormant in frozen foods begin to grow once the food is thawed(解冻) . If you re-freeze it, the food’s bacteria count will be higher than it was the first time it was frozen --- and its taste and texture will also suffer.
Mind the temperature.
    To destroy food borne bacteria or parasites(寄生虫)，group beef must be cooked to 160F, steaks to 145F,pork to 170F, and poultry to 180F. Keep a thermometer handy for testing.
When you microwave, keep a lid on.
    Use a microwave-safe covered dish, waxed paper, or plastic (make sure it doesn’t touch the food) to ensure that food reaches a high enough temperature during cooking. Test food with a thermometer to be sure.
Wash it and wipe it.
    After preparing a meal, wash all cooking surface with hot, soapy water. Use paper towels to avoid spreading contaminants(污染物) on the counters and cooking surfaces. Sponges(海绵) are favorite breeding grounds for bacteria because food can easily lurk(潜伏)in the recesses(凹进处)， and they remain damp for a long time, so experts recommend that you shouldn’t use sponges at all. Instead, use a fresh cloth each day for dishes, and then wash it with bleach.
